Haryana CM Khattar calls for vigilance against

'misleading propaganda' by opposition parties

More than 40 drug traf-
fickers in Haryana are
on the state’s narcotics
contral bureau’s radar for
potential detention even
as the home department
sanctioned the preventive
detention of another sus-
pected {rafficker in Nuh
distriet.

The Haryana Police, in
collaboration with the
Haryana State Narcotics
Control Bureau, has in-
tensified its crackdown
on drug traffickers by
invoking provisions of
the Narcotic Drugs and
Psychotropic  Substanc-
es (NDPS) Act, it said in
a statement on Wednes-
day.

Over 40 major traf-
fickers across various
districts are on the bu-
reau’s radar for poten-
tial detention under the
act, the Haryana Police
added.

Primarily aimed at
major operatives be-
hind the scenes — the
organisers, financiers
and kingpins -- this act
proves instrumental in
neutralising the nexus,
it said.

The home departiment
recently sanctioned the
preventive detention of
an individual under the
aet, the statement added.
Ighal alias Kranti from
the Gujarwada mohal-
la in Nuh is allegedly a
trafficker of ganja with
multiple FIRs against
him, it said.

"With the latest pre-
ventive detention order
in place, Igbal's chane-
es of bail or parole are
effectively nullified,” it
added.

in the criteria for filling
sanctioned posts such as
chowkidar (watchmen)
and sweepers in villages.
