Atishi said

Any Delhi resident who
wanis 8 water tanker should
dial 1916, From 1916, the
recuest will go to our water
wanker war room and from
thete, tankers will be pro-
vidod to places where there
is 0 shortage of waler sup-
Ply,” the minister added.
